Objectives and activities:
Support early care and education professionals with high quality teaching strategies for young children and increase the capacity to care for children
18 meetings for licensed child care sites, both family child care home providers and child care centers and preschools. Building connections and encouraging implementation of high quality education practices for young children
10 independent trainings, including Curriculum Creation. Supporting teachers build social/emotional education programming based on books!
Provide and promote support for affordable, safe parent-child connection and child socialization opportunities
Supported community events like Story Time with Broomfield Library, promoted child care education support, parenting classes to engage parents
Engage in Accessible Community Engagement, where we outreach to low income resident neighborhoods and provide resources, connection and support for any challenges. 
Build and maintain the Broomfield Resource Guide to support access to services supporting Broomfield residents
Collaboratively provide resources for families and other caregivers on child development and supporting children in hard times
5 parenting courses, Incredible Years (Spanish and English) and Confident Parenting, to support parents building skill in raising their children.
